The number of reports received by APS increased 175% from 1994 through 2008.  Significant growth occurred 
from 1999 through 2002, after the implementation of SB 2199.  A spike in the number of reports received occurred in 2007 when Financial Institutions became mandated reporters.   Reports to APS continue to steadily increase.
