Just southeast of Irvine Lake in the foothills of the Santa

Ana Mountains along Santiago Canyon Road. RED ROCK ‘ ) :
Approximately 1,500-acres with eight miles of new trails. VV”—DERNESSOPEN
Named for its dramatic red rock faces. SPACE

Situated on top of the 20 to 40-million-year-old Sespe
Formation, the ancestors to modern rhinos and crocodile
once roamed the area.

Contains acreage covered by the Orange County Parks
Foundation and The Nature Conservancy easements, as
well as the NCCP/HCP

The area offers a protected and preserved natural habitat
for a variety of plants and animals, including:

Bobcats

Mule deer

Grey fox

Variety of bird species.
